     In anticipation of the National Convention in 
Portland next June, banner designs are due to President

Traveling to Portland 
     Amtrak is offering LWMLers some options for 
traveling to Portland for the 2009 National Convention. 
There will not be a transportation coordinator from the 
Minnesota South District for this National Convention. 
You must make your own reservations. Amtrak’s 
reservation number is 1-800-872-7245. You MUST use 
the Amtrak #X97T-944 for a 10% convention discount 
OR if you are 62 or over, you may apply for a 15% 
senior discount. (You get one or the other of the 
discounts  -  not both.) Travel dates are June 22, 2009  - 
July 1, 009 for convention discount. No date restrictions 
on the senior discount. A limited number of sleeper cars 
are available for $800 for two people. This plan includes 
all meals. Travel time is approximately 37 hours from 
Minneapolis. The train stops at many locations  -  call 
Amtrak for more information. Arrival in Portland is 
10:10 am each morning. Departure from Portland is 4:45 
pm each afternoon to the east. Food is available on the 
train. Or, you may bring food along, there is plenty of 
room in the coach for bags and coolers by your seats. A 
price quote in August for this trip was $253 with the 
senior discount.
